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1 Introduction

At the Berlin meeting, it was agreed that the 3GPP IPMM subsystem will support service control for roaming based on the principle that the Home network designates where the serving CSCF be located (home or visited). 

It is also stated in the TR 23.821 v0.5.0 that the support of VHE without the support of CAMEL as the service protocol, will require the support of serving CSCF in the home network.  

TR 22.976v1.4.1, section 7.2 states that: 

“HPLMN shall be able to decide on the service delivery in a roaming scenario.”

Further, an operator that uses a serving CSCF in the home network for its own ‘outbound’ roamers might operate with a similar network architecture for its own subscribers who are using the home network. With this architecture, the network operator might not have any node capable of supporting “serving CSCF in the visited network” functionality. When roaming to such a network, inbound roamers will have to be provided with serving CSCF functionality by their home network.

2 Proposal

It’s proposed to included the following text in TR 23.821v0.5.0, in section 8.2:

“

· To ensure support for roaming users, all networks shall support the home service control option for the IP MM CN subsystem. 
· It is mandatory for the home network to support a serving CSCF allowing service delivery as required for their own subscribers. This will enable roaming to visited networks that do not support a serving CSCF for visiting subscribers.

· It is optional for a visited network to support a serving CSCF but it is required to support a proxy to forward call control to the home network. 

· The extent of support for services when the serving CSCF is in the visited network will be restricted to the defined capabilities based on the protocol(s) supported between operators for roaming subscribers.”
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
