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In order to enable a subscriber to gain access to both multi-media services (provided via IP v6) and services from the internet/intranet (e.g. a VPN service), it will be necessary for the UE be able to host more than one IP address.  

Given the popularity of laptops and PDA’s it will highly desirable to be able to simultaneously host multi-media sessions and intranet/internet services on these types of devise, via a UE. This will enable a subscriber to take advantage of the more powerful computing platform and display capabilities, for example while they arconnected to a corporate intranet (via the UE) and receiving an incoming multi-media session.  

S2 has the following concerns regarding meeting these service requirement and asks advise from T2. Specifically:

1. Can the UE (mobile) simultaneously support both an IP v4 and IP v6 address?

2. Can the UE (mobile) support more than one simultaneous PS-Domain PDP contexts towards a subscribers TE (laptop, PDA). There is a concern that the ‘AT Command’ TE-ME interface does not support more than one simultaneous PDP-context.

If solutions cannot be found with regard to these issues then S2 may have to consider an alternative approach to ensure that the UE and TE only have to support a single IP address and PDP context in order to gain simultaneous access to both multi-media and intranet/internet services.
