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1 Introduction

With the on-going discussion over home service control versus visited service control, various terms have been used to explain the role of the CSCF. The following text is being put forward for discussion in order that a common understanding of the terms can be agreed upon.

2 Proposal

Serving CSCF

> 

> A serving CSCF is defined as being the entity that specifically handles > the call control relationship with the terminal and any associated > relationships with the service control. 

> > It is mandatory the home network supplies a serving CSCF, either directly > or > as a fallback option for subscribers UEs subscribing to that home > network.

> 
Registered CSCF

The UE is uniquely registered to the “registered CSCF”

Proxy CSCF

> A proxy CSCF is an entity that acts on behalf of a serving CSCF where a > serving CSCF is not provided in a visited network domain.

> 
> Links between these three definitions

> > A serving CSCF may be acting directly as a serving CSCF and the registered > CSCF. When a proxy CSCF is used that is the registered CSCF and not the > serving CSCF. 

> 
> It is possible to have serving CSCF without a proxy CSCF, but not possible

> to have proxy CSCF without a serving CSCF.

> > CSCF Selection

The CSCF selection process consists of two processes. 

> > 1)
The first process is the selection of the CSCF to which the UE is > registered.

> 2)
The second process is the selection of the serving CSCF
> 


> As defined, the serving CSCF could also act as the registered CSCF. The > selection of the serving CSCF is controlled by the network.

> > At registration, the UE is assigned a CSCF within the network to which it > is > attached. How the decision is made as to whether this CSCF is to act as a > proxy CSCF or a Serving CSCF is for further study.
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
