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1. Rationale

This contribution proposes to add some extra text to section 8.2 in TR 23.821 related to the support of local services in the Visited Network.

1. Introduction

Section 8.2 in TR 23.821 details how users can receive access to services provided by its Home Network when roaming in a visited R00 network. However it doesn’t describe how the user can access local services provided by the Visited Network. As stated in TS 22.121 “a roaming user should be able to discover and access the local services provided by the Visited Network” (e.g. via a special icon on the UE ‘local services in Visited Network’). Local services (e.g. click-to-dial to contact local restaurants, request short video clip of movies played that evening in nearest cinema,…) are services provided only locally in the Visited Network. These services are to be delivered via an Application Server under full control of the Visited Network to the UE. Therefore it is proposed that the text and figure in section 2 of this contribution be added to section 8.2 in TR 23.821.  
The marked revisions are decided in the drafting session on June 14th, 8:10- 9:05. The arrow below “NNI” and the NNI in the proposed Figure 3 are to be deleted.
2. Support of Local Services in Visited Network

Local services in the Visited Network are provided via an Application Server under full control of the Visited Network to the UE as shown in Figure 3.
