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A drafting meeting on registration flows was chaired by Andrew Allen on the evening of Thursday 17th Aug.

Alternative registration flows from BT were discussed – however no agreement was reached.  The call flows are included as an attachment to this report.

After this, there was a discussion, which resulted in the following:

Open Issues

1. Should the message flows show the simplest or the most complex case?

2. How do we determine which proxy functionalities (if a subset is allowed) must be supported by the P-CSCF.

Discussion

The following was discussed as some of the roles of the P-CSCF:

1. QoS/Theft of service policing

2. Number internationalization

3. Emergency call diversion

Editorial comment on 23.821, appendix B:

There may be an editorial error in the return of proxy address information to the UE at the conclusion of registration. We need to determine whether this is actually an error or intentional inclusion.

Requirements not met by 23.821, appendix B:

· Consistent behavior regardless of situation; specifically, RB query must occur in all circumstances (Solution: include RB in both H and V cases)

· Formatting clarification in which nodes are home, and which are visited (figurre B3). (Drawing home nodes together, and visited nodes together).

· If it is determined that a P-CSCF is not necessary, it should be possible to bypass it. 
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
