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1. Introduction

At the 3GPP TSG SA WG2 meeting in Bristol, a basic framework for SIP call setup procedures was defined in S2-001636. In this document, the bearer establishment procedure was drawn as an abstract "box" without giving any further details. The specification of the detailed procedures required for the bearer establishment can be defined by the QoS drafting group. To allow for parallel work in the QoS drafting group and the call flow drafting group and to define the expected output from the QoS drafting group, it will be necessary to describe the detailed work items which will fall into the responsibility of the QoS drafting group. This contribution proposes a set of work items which can be taken as a basis for discussion.

2. Discussion

The following items related to bearer establishment for SIP call setup procedures are seen to be relevant for the QoS drafting group. Several of these items have already been discussed in the QoS drafting group in previous meetings. The numbering of the items does not imply a prioritization.

1. Bearer establishment

· Timing of bearer establishment

· Procedures needed for establishing the bearer (i.e. PDP context activation and external signalling)

2. SIP issues directly related to bearer establishment

· Usage of SIP messages like PRACK, COMET, etc. for bearer establishment

· QoS-related information contained in SIP messages (i.e. media information in SDP)

3. Codec-related issues

· Codec negotiation between end points

· Mapping of codec information to UMTS QoS attributes

4. Issues related to PCF (Policy Control Function)

· Requirements

· Definition of relevant functionality

· Detailed signalling flows (where necessary)

5. Interworking with other networks (e.g. PSTN)

· Bearer establishment towards MGW

· Description of QoS requirements for MGW

3. Proposal

It is proposed to take the work items described in the last section as a basis for the work of the QoS drafting group.
