Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms defined in 3GPP TR 21.905 [8] apply:

Network Using intra domain NAS node selection: 
A UMTS or GSM network in which the Intra domain NAS node selection mechanism is being used.

NAS node selection Function: 
The function used to assign specific network resources (ie MSC/VLR server and/or SGSN) to serve a mobile station and subsequently route the control plane traffic to the associated network resource.

Network Resource Identifier
A specific parameter used to identify the core network resource assigned to serve a mobile station.

Intra-Domain
Within a single network operator's service area, possibly offering PS, CS or both types of services, by one or more service providers.

IuFlex capable RAN node
A RAN node that is capable of selecting one of many CN nodes & connecting to it, even if the selected CN node is not the one that the RAN node is associated with from an O&M perspective.
IuFlex capable CN node
A CN node that is capable of connecting to all RAN nodes within a domain even if the RAN node is associated (from an O&M perspective) with another CN node. 

IuFlex capable UE
A UE that is capable of receiving (from one RAN node), retaining and returning (to another RAN node) the address of the current serving CN node.
Default CN node
The CN node that a UE would connect to, using existing mechanisms (eg the SGSN serving the UE’s current Routing Area, or the MSC-Server serving the UE’s current Location Are) and which a RAN node would select without having to use a selection algorithm.
