MGCF, MRF (and possibly AS) (which are SIP UA ) needn’t  REGISTER because

· REGISTER does not allow to carry information such as

-- the list and  associated cost of E164 address ranges that can be accessed through a MGCF.

-- the capabilities of a MRF (N-party conference, dial-in, dial-out conference, floor control capabilities, ...). Hence OAM configuration of MRF in AS seems more appropriate
· AS are made known to S-CSCF through trigger information in HSS

· Having BGCF of one network registering on another network seems awkward

· REGISTER would imply specific security mechanism (support of AKA) on these entities (MRF, ...) whereas OAM configuration of these elements in AS and S-CSCF  and plain IPsec in-between (NDS) solves security issues.

· REGISTER is not a mandatory method for UA

The following sub-sections address requirements and information flows related to registration in the IP multimedia subsystem. Assumptions that apply to the various information flows are listed as appropriate.
Although they may behave as SIP UA, internal entities of IMS networks such as MRF, BGCF, MGCF, AS do not use the procedures described in this section for end-user registration.
