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1 Introduction
The requirements and possible solutions for the emergency sessions was discussed at SA#18. This contribution elaborates on the requirement and possible solutions for SIM less emergency sessions. It should be understood that Ericsson still does not foresee that support of emergency sessions in IP Multimedia subsystem is a requirement for succesful early deployment. 

2 Discussion

Currently SIM less UE can not attach to the network and hence it can not find out the capabilities of the available networks. Based on the fact that all existing networks supports the CS domain and that the probability that also networks for the forseable future will support the CS domain is high it seems sensible to require the SIM less UE to try to perform the emergency calls on the CS domain and only use the IMS emergency support as a backup if the CS domain is not available.

This approach also caters for the local reglatory requirements which are specific to each country as these have already been deployed in the CS networks.

3 Proposal

If the principle outlined in chapter 2 is accepted Ericsson is willing to provide the appropriate CRs.
