Meeting objectives and schedule:
· The main objective is to progress Rel-9 work as much as possible in the areas within the scope of the meeting.
· We start on Monday morning with SAE/LTE security. This work item may still take the whole day. If not, we make a start with H(e)NB security. 
· On Tuesday morning we continue with H(e)NB. We agreed in Seattle that no formal joint meeting is arranged with TISPAN WG7 but, instead, they are welcome to attend relevant sessions in our ad hoc meeting. To facilitate this, I have agreed with TISPAN WG7 chairpersons that we begin with IMS media plane security at 2 pm on Tuesday. If we have not finished with H(e)NB before that time, we would continue with it after IMS media security session is over.
· Wednesday morning is probably still needed for handling input documents, possibly for items 7.3 and 7.4.
