Meeting objectives and schedule:
· Main objective of the meeting is to identify and agree as many as possible of the corrections that are still needed against our release 8 specifications in the areas of SAE/LTE, IMS and GBA.   

· We start on Tuesday with SAE/LTE security. This is also the area where success in the ad hoc is most important. Please remember that planned freezing date for stage 3 of release 8 is December 2008. We have a practical difficulty due to the fact that we do not have new baseline versions of 33.401 and 33.402 yet available in the ad hoc. Therefore, probably the best format for contributions would be pseudo-CR’s against the “interim” versions that the editor has kindly produced and distributed. Dionisio has already promised to do the conversion work from such pseudo-CR’s to proper CR’s against correct baseline versions (would be 8.1.0). This conversion happens after the ad hoc but well before our November meeting.  
· Most of Wednesday is still needed for SAE/LTE. If possible, we should be able to cover also GBA push on Wednesday. If SAE/LTE runs late on Wednesday, we handle GBA push on Thursday morning. We do not have any interim version of 33.223, hence contributions should be either in CR form against the old baseline version or written on top of CR’s that were approved in our June meeting. If you use the latter approach, please approve changes (in the CR word document) before creating the proposed new changes. Otherwise, it is very difficult to differentiate between changes from the original (already agreed) CR and the new proposed changes.  

· On Thursday, as soon as GBA is finished, we continue with Common IMS issues. For the TS 33.203, we have to do similarly as with 33.223: create either CR’s against old baseline or (sort of pseudo-CR’s) written on top of CR’s agreed in our June meeting.

· On Thursday, once IMS is finished, we move to the study items; this time first M2M and then Home (e)NB. It is quite probable that discussions with the study items still continue on Friday morning
· Friday afternoon is needed for handling output documents (revised versions of pseudo-CR’s, draft CR’s or LS’s).
