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There is some pressure from members to reduce the size of the draft TR. The above contributors propose deletion of those network architectures which are substantially replaced by the “Unified Network Architecture”. This is done in accordance with the editor’s note in that section, which says that the Unified Network Architecture is intended to replace the previous alternatives.
N.B. 1: for brevity we do not show all the deleted text. We show which sub-sections we propose to delete and to show how the remaining sub-sections would be re-numbered. In the present PCR, we do not propose any changes for those network architectures which are not deleted.
