It has been decided to not specify a GBA-Push aware UICC. A GBA-Push aware UICC would help avoid some GBA_U based GBA-Push race conditions and optimize performance. If new information regarding severe problems caused by these race conditions is disclosed, this decision may be revised

As no new information has been presented the editors note can now be deleted.


4.2.1 TS 33.222 has to be aligned with the use of NAF SA identities as defined in this specification.
The issue is that in normal GBA the UE must inform the NAF about the B-TID for the Ks to be used when deriving a NAF-Key. But in GBA-Push the NAF will already have the NAF-key (and no new ones can be derived) and thus the UE will only have to indicate which NAF-key to use by sending the NAF SA identifier. Instead of updating other TS's it is probably better to make GBA-Push self contained. Thus it is proposed to insert a new clause 5.4 in the TS defining how this should be done with reference to the procedures defined in TS 33.220 and TS 33.222. 

4.2.1 
CT1 needs to define the encapsulation of this authentication information independent of the Ua-application it is used for. This work should be aligned with message formats defined in TS 33.224 [5]

The encapsulation is straightforward considering the information in clause 5.3.5 
4.3.1
It is ffs where/how the mapping from public to private identities shall take place.

According to the liason statement from CT4 (S3-080937, C4-082506) it is possible to use public identifiers in the way currently specified. CT4 also stated that they are prepared to specify the necessary procedures. The only issue is that a public identifier in IMS (IMPU) must map to a unique private identifier (IMPI).  

The resolution is to insert a requirement on the uniqueness of the mapping from the public identity to a private identity in clause 4.3.1 General GBA-Push Requirements, and stress this further in Annex B.
