TRAVEL INFORMATION

Travel from Madrid/Barajas airport by bus, train or taxi.

1. Bus
Special Buses travel between Madrid/Barajas Airport and Plaza de Colón in the city center every 10-15 minutes, from 5.45 am until 9:30 am. The trip takes about 45 min when traffic is not too busy; during rush hours one should allow for more than 1 hour. One-way tickets cost 385 pts (EUR 2.31). Then you must take the underground (Colon Station, Line 4), a bus (Number 14) or a taxi from Plaza de Colón to the hotel.

2. Underground/Metro

By underground ("Metro"): travel to/from Barajas Airport on Line 8. Prices are 145 ptas for a single journey and 760 pts for ten journeys, irrespective of the distance. Ten-ticket passes are also valid on the buses (EMT), but not for the special buses to the airport. The closest Metro station to Agumar Hotel is Atocha-Renfe on Line 1 (Light Blue in the official map.

From the airport: take Line 8. Change at Mar de Cristal Station to Line 4, direction Argüelles. After 15 stops, change again at Bilbao Station to Line 1, direction Congosto. After 7 stops get off at Atocha-Renfe. The trip might well take 1 hour.

3. Taxi
Recommended: it should cost no more than 3000 pts (EUR 18)

Taxis in Madrid are all painted white with a red diagonal stripe across the front doors, and the signal “TAXI” on top of it. Taxis can be taken in TAXI stops, but the most common way is by stopping them in any place with your hand. Free TAXIS show a green light on top. The basic taxi fares are initial charge= 190 pts, charge per Km= 125 pts, Airport charge= 400 pts, bags= 50 pts/each. Taxi drivers will accept cash only.


It is strongly recommended to take a taxi only at the official Taxi Stop just outside the Airport terminal. Do not accept offers from taxi drivers inside the airport building, as there are frequent reports of passengers being ripped-off.

Eating

Spain has some well-known peculiarities regarding eating hours. Normal local time for lunch is 14.30h. Lunch is the main meal of the day. Restaurants in the city centre used to receive tourists would start serving lunches at 13h but not before.


Normal Spanish dinnertime is 10pm or even later. Restaurants in the city centre used to receive tourists would start serving dinners at 20.30h but not before. Traditional time to take the famous “tapas” with a drink is from 19h to 23h (before dinner or instead of dinner).
