User Consent: the data subject's indication (e.g. statement, clear affirmative action, or agreement) to the processing of personal data relating to the data subject.

Background
User consent is a mechanism to protect user privacy. Besides, many regulations use user consent as one of ways to protect natural persons’ legal right, and also require data controller to implement appropriate technics and organisational measures to enable the protection. 

3GPP has already defined some scenarios and procedures which need user consent, e.g. SON/MDT, location services. However, the conditions of user consent is not discussed, and many other 5G scenarios are not considered neither.

This study is expected to investigate a uniformed architecture for user consent that is complying with security principle, regulation aspects.
