Definitions of terms, symbols and abbreviations
3.1
Terms
For the purposes of the present document, the terms given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].



Data Source: Source of collected data.
Data subject: An identified or identifiable person to whom specific Personal Data relates. It is someone who can be identified, directly or indirectly, in particular by reference to an identification number or to one or more specific factors (physical, physiological, mental, economic, cultural, social).
Data controller: Natural or legal person, public authority, agency or any other body which, alone or jointly with others, determines the purposes and means of the processing of Personal Data.

Data processor: Natural or legal person, public authority, agency or any other body which processes Personal Data on behalf of the Data Controller.
Data Recipient: Means a natural or legal person, public authority, agency or another body, to which the personal data are disclosed, whether a third party or not.
Personal data: any information relating to an identified or identifiable natural person ('data subject').

Consideration Factors for User Consent
In order to identify “conditions” that user consent is needed, the following factors should be considered for user consent for use cases identification based on the whole data process lifetime:
· Data Source: A UE can be operated by a nature person (data subject) or a non-human device. If the collected data is from non-human device, user consent is not required. 
· Data Controller: If the purpose of data collection requires user consent, the data controller shall get user consent from the data subject to ensure the data is processed on purpose.
· Data Processor: Data processor processes the data on purpose.
· Data Recipient: If the data is to be shared with 3rd data recipient from a data controller, the data subject should be notified.
· Personal Data: In different jurisdictions, the definition has a little difference as depicted in Annex C in TR 33.849 [xx]. Some examples of personal data in 3GPP are listed in clause 5.2.2 in TR 33.849 [xx]. Besides, some regulations may forbid to collect special categories of personal data, e.g. personal data revealing racial, ethnic origin, etc.
· Purpose: Data collection shall be applied for specified purposes and the data shall be processed in a manner that is incompatible with those purposes, e.g. data analysis, data share. Note that some regulations may not require user consent if data collection is for specific purpose, e.g. controller processes personal data do not or do no longer require the identification of a data subject by the controller.
· Jurisdictions: Regulations are different in different jurisdictions as depicted in Annex A. Thus, operator should determine whether user consent is needed for specific use case in specific jurisdiction.

Since the above factors include many exceptions regarding to different regulations, in order to investigate a uniformed architecture for user consent for 3GPP services, it should be fine-grained and flexible so that the operators could adjust their policies to enable or disable the user consent in different jurisdictions.
