4.Y Anaylsis
Editor’s Note: This clause will capture the information related to user consent, or comparison to the existing solutions or studies, such as comparison to TR 33.849. 
TR 33.849 [xx] provides privacy principles that need to be followed in 3GPP when designing new systems, security architectures and protocols. Some content are related to user consent and can be taken into account in this study.
In clause 6.5 of TR 33.849 [xx], user consent is introduced as one of the threat mitigation approaches to mitigate the privacy risk, and gives a brief introduction on how explicit user consent can be collected.
In clause 5.3.4 of TR 33.849 [xx], conditions which user consent is required for personal information disclosure is defined as: “Personal data disclosure with the purpose to accomplish a certain application/service needs to be under user's consent, unless the disclosure is performed in the legitimate interest of the data subject, e.g. providing a service.”

In Annex B of TR 33.849 [xx], some regulations related to privacy are introduced.
