This solution fulfils requirement on KI#4. The fact that SCP is in possession of CCA of the NF Service Consumer does not mean that NF Service Consumer has authorized that particular SCP. The SCP can only be authorized to act on behalf of an NF Service Consumer and to request access tokens by NFc, when the NFc is including the SCP ID or SCP Domain ID into CCA_NFc. Otherwise NRF or NF Service Producer cannot with assurity verify that the SCP which provides CCA_NFc is indeed the one SCP to which the NF Service Consumer sent its CCA. 
Thus, this solution counters a potential attack of SCP stealing a CCA and using it for requesting an access token without being requested by a NF Service Consumer.
