Annex X (normative): Generic Requirements for adapting procedures related to user consent

X.1

General


X.1.1  Scope

There are different 3GPP features that may require user consent depending on the local regulation. Therefore, this annex describes the generic security requirements and procedures to support user consent enforcement in 3GPP services. While the use cases may differ, the annex focuses on the common and generic aspects related to the storage, checking and revocation of the user consent. 

X.1.2  Relationship between end-users and subscriber 
It is assumed that the user consent is obtained from the end-users. The end-users may be the subscriber or may authorize the subscriber to provide consent on behalf of the end-users or the end-users are authorized by the subscriber to provide the consent. How authorization is provided between the subscriber and the users is out-of-scope of this specification.
