[bookmark: _Toc513475449][bookmark: _Toc48930865][bookmark: _Toc49376114][bookmark: _Toc56501567][bookmark: _Toc63690073]It has been introduced in TS23.501 [2] and TS23.502 [3] that a UE cannot access two network slices (S-NSSAIs) simultaneously if these S-NSSAIs do not share a Network Slice Simultaneous Registration Group (NSSRG). In other words, slice isolation need to be enforced for these mutual exclusive slices.   
Besides the Registration proecedure that has been amended according to the NSSRG information, other security aspects need to be investigated as well to avoid sharing UE’s information for these mutual exclusive slices. For example, a UE is allowed to access two mutual exclusive slices nonsimultaneously, i.e. one after the other. The 5G system should make sure that the data or security context are not shared amongst mutual exclusive slices.

The 5G system shall make sure no security context is shared or information can be exchanged between S-NSSAIs not sharing a common NSSRG.
