In other words, if a network slice is not being used by a UE, the UE should be de-registered from the network slice at NSACF.

0. UE has registered to network slices, e.g. identified as S-NSSAI-1 and S-NSSAI-2. 
1. In case a network slice is no longer being used (e.g. no PDU session in the S-NSSAI-1), the serving AMF which is informed by the serving SMFs, initiates the Number of UEs availability check and update procedure as specified in the clause 4.2.11.2 of TS23.502, where NSACF will update its quota usage status and response to the AMF. 
2. AMF stores the UE status at the network slice (i.e. the UE is no longer a user of the S-NSSAI-1 in this case). 
3. AMF may update the UE using the UCU procedure that the slice has been removed from the allowed S-NSSAI.
