0. Assuming AMF has been configured with a parameter “Nmax” which refers to the maximum of UE that the AMF can admit during the EAC mode not active. 
NOTE: When EAC mode is not active, the AMF triggers the Number of UEs per network slice availability check and update procedure after the Registration Accept message is sent as specified in the clause 4.2.1.1.2 in TS23.502. 
1. Before sending out the Registraion Accept message, the AMF checks whether the total number of UEs the AMF has admitted is more than Nmax. 
If negative, the AMF continues to send out the Registration Accept message as in step 21 of the clause 4.2.2.2.2 in TS23.502. 
Otherwise, the AMF triggers the Number of UEs per network slice availability check and update procedure as stated in 4.2.11.2 in TS23.502.
