This contribution proposes to add an architectural assumption of out-of-coverage operation of UE-to-UE relay in line with SA2.

3	Rationale
As described in KI#1 of the 5G ProSe phase 2 in SA2[1], the solutions for UE-to-UE relay operation need to support not only in coverage, but also out of coverage operation of Source UE, Target UE as well as the UE-to-UE Relay.
4	Detailed proposal
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Security solutions should build on the 5G ProSe architecture principles as defined in TS 23.304 [X] and 5G ProSe security architecture principles as defined in TS 33.503 [Y], including flexibility and modularity for newly introduced functionalities.
