1	Overall description
In TS33.501 (clause 16.6.3 Subscription/unsubscription procedure of NSACF notification service), an S-NSSAI shall not be sent to an AF deployed outside the 3GPP operator domain (i.e. “untrusted” in the SA2’s terminologies) to avoid exposure of the S-NSSAI to the AF. The ENSI (i.e. external network slice information) mapped from S-NSSAI is used instead (e.g. sent as the Event filter parameter). It is notable that ENSI has already been used in the TS33.501 for the NSSAA procedure (Rel-16 and Rel-17) instead of S-NSSAI when sending messages to AAA-S deployed outside the 3GPP operator domain for the same reason. 
It has been brought to our attention that the usage of ENSI is not aligned to TS23.502. In TS23.502 specifically, 
1. In the NSSAA procedure (Rel-16 and Rel-17), S-NSSAI is not protected when being sent to an AAA-S deployed outside the 3GPP operator domain (untrusted)
2. In the NSACF procedure (Rel-17), S-NSSAI is mapped to AF-Service-Identifier for the protection of S-NSSAI and the AF-Service-Identifier instead of the ENSI is sent to an AF deployed outside the 3GPP domain (untrusted). In addition, it is noted that AF-Service-Identifier may not be able to uniquely identify a network slice.
In order to align TS33.501 and TS23.502, SA3 proposes changes to TS23.502 as follows: 
1. no change for the NSSAA procedure in TS23.502
2. use ENSI instead of AF-Service-Identifier in the NSACF procedure in TS23.502 
This can minimize standard impact and stage 3 specifications can follow TS33.501 for the protection of S-NSSAI. 
SA3 is kindly request SA2 to consider the above misalignment issue and update respective specifications or provide feedbacks otherwise.
