6.y.1
Introduction

5GS may need to collect user consent for sharing precise or coarse UE location in order to obtain access to Non-Terrestrial-Networks. This solution addresses Key Issue #2.v
6.y.2
Solution details

This solution proposes to use subscription based NTN user-consent, which can be collected by the Management System.

· If Management system has already collected NTN specific user-consent, this information shall be available in UDM. In such scenarios, AMF can fetch the NTN user consent information from UDM and share it with serving gNB. NOTE that this user consent may be country-specific, and AMF needs to ensure that the appropriate user consent information is shared according to the serving gNB location.

· If Management system has not collected and/or not provisioned the NTN user consent in UDM (due to either lack of the mechanism to collect it, or the user has not given consent to share location), then sharing user location is not allowed by serving satellite gNB to AMF or any other 5GC entities. In this case, UE should be de-registered from the satellite access.

Evaluation
