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1	Overall description
When a UE registers simultaneously via both 3GPP and non-3GPP access to two different PLMNs, primary authentication also will run in parallel for the UE in the two different PLMNs. This parallel authentication runs may create race conditions in the UE, AUSF, UDM etc. Similarly, the NSSAA for network slices may also fail in multi-registration to different PLMN scenario, since the EAP layer in the UE may not be able to handle parallel EAP authentication with the same EAP server and EAP id. The race conditions may lead to failure of primary authentication or undefined behaviors to the above mentioned nodes, currently not addressed by the specifications.
 SA3 agreed two CRs to clarify the behavior of the UE and the network nodes  in the attachment (S3-222006, S3-222007).
