3	Rationale
3GPP TS 33.117 [1] describes the security requirements of network product classes along with applicable test cases. 
As a result of the change in national legislation in Germany, the German Federal Office for Information Security (BSI) has developed a national certification scheme for product certification based on the GSMA-NESAS. It is called NESAS Cybersecurity Certification Scheme - German Implementation (NESAS CCS-GI). This national certification scheme for 5G mobile equipment allows manufacturers to demonstrate compliance with required security features through an IT security certificate. 
NESAS CCS-GI incorporates independent security test laboratories. Therefore, comparability and reproducibility of the SCAS tests are important elements within the scheme (see also [2]).
The NESAS CCS-GI national certification scheme has been piloted and tested in collaboration with selected test laboratories and manufacturers. During this time frame, the majority of the defined SCAS test specifications have been examined. When appropriate, the BSI has specified some amendments, clarifications, and corrections of the SCAS test specifactions, which are now mandatory for NESAS CCS-GI.
During the development and testing of the NESAS CCS-GI, also potential improvements to 3GPP TS 33.117 [1] were identified, particularly with regard to the test cases contained therein.
4	Detailed proposal
The BSI intends to feed back its findings concerning the SCAS test specifications and would also like to propose a few enhancements of existing test cases of 3GPP TS 33.117 [1] in the near future, especially, but not exclusively, with regard to the following (general) aspects:
· Test case-specific findings 
· Additions to the required evidence documentation
· Addition of details to the test steps to enhance comparability 
· Ensure coverage of all requirments and the intended purpose
