Solution overview

This solution addresses key issue #2.2 for access to an EES by using the same credential as was used to access the ECS. 
6.X.2
Solution details
An EEC first contacts an ECS to get information on the EES that it should further contact. The EEC should use the same credential to authenticate to the EES as was used to authenticate to the ECS as that is what the UE was authorised to do. Furthermore this is the only credentials that the EEC should have any confidence that that the EES supports. Also the ECS should not recommend a EES that cannot authenticate the same credential.
