SA3 would like to thank SA2 for their LS S2-2209973 on User consent for Application Detection in the context of the Rel-18 study TR 23.7000-81. 
Please note that, KI#5 of TR 33.738 describes the identified threats and potential security requirements with respect to the key issue description of SA2. The security requirements require privacy protection mechanism to be applied in the user plane data before it has been utilized by NWDAF, in which user consent has not been considered. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]To assist to identify the traffic specific to a certain application at the UPF, NWDAF collects the PFD information from NEF/UDR and collects QoS flow related data from SMF for a specific UE, regarding to that, user consent should be required depending on local regulations. But whether consider the consent of user for performing and exposing the analytics for application detection needs further discussion.
SA3 will provide feedback to SA2 once the study has concluded.
