[bookmark: _Hlk69931360]SA3 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS R3-225250 on Reply LS on the user consent for trace reporting.
SA3 would like RAN3 to consider following answers:
Q1: Whether user consent should be used to allow/disallow transfer of information from RAN to Trace Collection Entity (TCE), or whether it should also be used to allow/disallow collection of information over the air interface for RAN internal use only.
A1: If the TCE is an external entity it must require user consent. Even if it is for RAN internal use only, for collecting sensitive information like UE location (and others included in MDT), user consent is required because data is collected from the UE. To summarize, SA3 considers that user consent should be used to allow/disallow collection of information over the air interface even if it is for RAN internal use only. 
Q2: To provide feedback on feasibility and benefit of a Rel-18 user consent mechanism where an operator can provision, via OAM, which information is subject to user consent, depending on the law and regulations in place.
[bookmark: _Hlk118381459]A2: Existing Management based MDT activation mechanism detailed in 3GPP TS 32.422 clause 4.9.2 provides an interface for user consent provisioning from operator, and management based activation. However, it does not specify whether operator can configure or provision which information is subject to user consent. SA3 needs to study about security aspects of such an interface via OAM. Also, SA3 proposes that SA5 verify whether such an interface is already specified, or  feasible to specify with required granularity in Rel-18.
