5.2.2.y	Security Problem Definition drafting
In case the work on the SPD requires several meeting cycles to update a given specification, then it is recommended to record the progress in a living document, e.g. a draftCR. Such a draftCR can be converted to a CR once the work is considered completed.

5.2.3.x	Security Requirements specification drafting
5.2.3.x.1	General
In addition to the guidelines above, this clause provide complementary drafting guidance for editors of technical specifications recording the security requirements for the different network product classes.
5.2.3.x.1	Skeleton
It is beneficial that the technical specifications recording the security requirements have a common reference skeleton that allows the reuse as well as the adaptation of existing tests and requirements in the simplest way possible. Such an approach would improve readability, minimize the risk of errors and reduce the maintenance effort. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]For this purpose, it is recommended to use the skeleton of the catalogue in TS 33.117 [a] as a model. This skeleton already includes placeholders for specific requirements and in the same time would provide a one-to-one mapping between the clause numbers of the catalogue and the specific SCAS document for the adaptation (if any) of the existing general requirements.

5.z	Relation between SCAS document release and feature release
The development of the SCAS tests requires that the targeted features are stable. This is typically the case once a release is frozen. Consequently, it is not possible to develop the SCAS requirements and tests in parallel to targeted new features within the same release timeline. In practice, this implies that for a new network entity introduced in Release n, the corresponding SCAS document can only be developed in Release n+1 at the earliest.
In order to avoid ambiguities, it is permitted to add a release number explicitly to any of the references pertaining to the target network product class when including such references in the SCAS documents. Omitting the release number from such references means that the SCAS document (say of Release n) applies to the previous release of the target network product class (Release n-1).
