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1	Overall description
SA3 has discussed the "Subscribe-Notify" mechanism in SBA and has the following observations. 
In many procedures, an NF may be authorized to use the Nudm_UECM_Get service to retrieve the Amf3GppAccessRegistration, AmfNon3GppAccessRegistration, or SmfRegistrations Information as specified in TS 29.503. For example, the GMLC may be authorized to invoke the Nudm_UECM_Get service to retrieve the subscription data of the current serving AMF. Since the deregCallbackUri is a mandatory parameter, the requesting NF (e.g. GMLC) will automatically obtain the deregCallbackUri from the Nudm_UECM_Get service response although this is completely unnecessary for the procedure. This call back can in theory be used to notify the AMF to deregister UE. For this reason, the disclosure of deregCallbackUri can be problematic from a security perspective. 
Therefore, SA3 would like to request CT4 to add the necessary clarifications in order to limit or if possible prevent the unnecessary disclosure of the deregCallbackUri during such information retrieval procedures.
