Conclusions on Key Issue #3

For protection of discovery procedure, the following conclusions are made:

-
For V2X and ProSe capable UEs, the Restricted Discovery security procedure defined in clause 6.1.3.2 of TS 33.503 [6] is taken as the baseline for discovery security materials provisioning. The discovery security materials are used to protect the integrity of the broadcasted DCR messages and privacy sensitive information (e.g. UE identity) in the messages. 
-
For V2X and ProSe capable UEs, discovery security materials are provisioned to the UE by:

-
the 5G DDNMF during discovery request procedure as for 5G ProSe Restricted Direct discovery defined in TS 33.503 [6], when the Ranging/SL positioning services are provided by application providers;
-
the 5G DDNMF/PKMF/PCF during discovery key request procedure as for 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay discovery defined in TS 33.503 [6], when the Ranging/SL positioning services are provided by operators.
