TRAVEL INFORMATION

FROM THE AIRPORT TO THE SIEMENS PREMISES OR THE NOVOTEL HOTEL :

by taxi:
The trip will cost about 50 EURO and will take about 45 min under normal traffic conditions.

by train/underground:

Take S-Bahn (suburban train) line S8 from the airport to Ostbahnhof (30 min). At Ostbahnhof, change to underground line U5 to Neuperlach-Sued (10 min). 

At Neuperlach-Sued station, take the front exit to reach the entrance to the Siemens premises, take the rear exit to the Novotel hotel. The location of the hotel is marked by a dot on the attached map mchp3.gif.

FROM THE AIRPORT TO THE FORUM HOTEL:

by taxi:
The trip will cost about 50 EURO and will take about 45 min under normal traffic conditions.

by train/underground:

Take S-Bahn (suburban train) line S8 from the airport to Rosenheimer Platz (34 min). At Rosenheimer Platz station, take the front exit, walk along Rosenheimer Strasse and turn left into Hochstrasse (5 min).

FROM THE FORUM HOTEL TO THE SIEMENS PREMISES:
by taxi:

The trip will cost about 15 EURO.

by train/underground:
Take S-Bahn line S7 from Rosenheimer Platz to Neuperlach-Sued (15 min). Alternatively, take any S-Bahn to Ostbahnhof (one stop) and change there to underground line U5.

At Neuperlach-Sued station, take the front exit to reach the entrance to the Siemens premises.

BY CAR TO THE SIEMENS PREMISES:

from Nuernberg/the airport:

follow signs to Salzburg (A99 ring motorway) and take Ottobrunn exit.

Drive towards the centre of Munich until you see the Siemens premises on the right hand side (approx. 5 km from the exit).

from Stuttgart: 

Drive towards the city centre until you reach the “Mittlerer Ring“, then use attached maps mchp1.gif and mchp3.gif.
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
