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1. Overall Description:

SA3 has been discussing the usage of legacy SIM cards in the Generic Bootstrapping Architecture (GBA) [TS33.220] to access 3G-based services or as a stand-alone authentication service for Release 7. SA3 would like SA1 to clarify if the requirements in section 7.2.1 in TS 22.228 or the analogous decisions to include SIM access for IMS [TR33.978] and WLAN [TS33.234] also cover the following use case:

A user has a GBA enabled handset with a 2G SIM card and would like to use a GBA-based 3G service.

SA3 would like to understand whether the above mentioned use case is covered and, if not, to consider if the stage 1 requirements should be modified to include the possibility to use a GBA enabled handset with 2G SIM card to access 3G GBA-based services.

SA3 has identified technical security implementations (see attachments) for the SIM-based Generic Bootstrapping Architecture that do not require any changes to the SIM card specifications. 

Since SA3 will meet again before the next SA1 plenary meeting, SA3 plan to continue the work to develop 2G GBA with the possibility that CRs could be conditionally approved at the next SA3 meeting at the end of June. This would mean that a positive decision from SA1 at their next meeting in July would allow the SA3 CRs to be considered for approval by SA plenary in September.
