San Diego is the 7th largest city in the US, with a population of over 3 million people.  It is the southernmost city in California and borders on Tijuana, Mexico, which is about 25 km away.  

The heart of San Diego is as much in its beach communities as in the city center, and the conference hotel is well situated to explore Pacific Beach and Mission Bay by foot.  Some local information may be found at the Pacific Beach website.
San Diego Zoo (http://sandiegozoo.org)

One of the most famous zoos in the world, known especially for its panda exhibit.

Harbor Cruises (http://harborexcursion.com, http://hornblower.com)

There are 1- and 2-hour cruises of San Diego Harbor that offer great views of the city skyline and the military ships docked around the harbor.

Seaport Village (http://www.spvillage.com/)
A collection of shops and restaurants along the San Diego Harbor waterfront.  Great place for strolling and souvenir shopping.  An excellent restaurant just north of Seaport Village is

· The Fish Market (http://www.thefishmarket.com/san_diego.htm) This restaurant overlooking the harbor has a huge selection of fresh seafood, along with a few non-seafood options.  The upstairs restaurant, Top of the Market, is more formal.

Balboa Park (http://www.balboapark.org/)

A beautiful park right next door to the San Diego Zoo.  There are a number of museums and gardens here.  A good restaurant in the park is

· The Prado (http://cohnrestaurants.com/cohn/pradobalboa/): featuring ‘Mediterranean’ cuisine in a beautiful outdoor setting.

Gaslamp Quarter (http://www.gaslamp.org/)

A redeveloped area in the center of downtown that features many restaurants, bars and clubs with live music.  Horton Plaza, a multi-level shopping mall, is adjacent to the Gaslamp Quarter.

San Diego Aircraft Carrier Museum (http://midway.org)

The decommissioned aircraft carrier Midway is now docked in San Diego Harbor and has been converted into a museum.  
Old Town (http://www.oldtownsandiego.org/)

Old Town is known as the birthplace of California, as it is the site of the first Spanish settlement here.  The Old Town area has some of the best Mexican restaurants in the city.  Two which come recommended are

· Old Town Mexican Café (http://www.oldtownmexcafe.com/): Excellent carnitas (roasted pork) and homemade tortillas.
· El Agave (http://www.elagave.com/): ‘More of a gourmet Mexican restaurant’, with a large selection of tequilas.
Hotel del Coronado (http://www.hoteldel.com/)

A San Diego landmark, the Hotel Del’s red roofs are a familiar sight.  A very interesting building architecturally, with a long history (the movie “Some Like it Hot” was filmed here).  Great outdoor dining overlooking the beach.

Cabrillo National Monument (http://nps.gov/cabr)

At the southern tip of Point Loma, this national park area overlooks the site where Juan Rodriguez Cabrillo landed in 1542.  This is a favourite spot in San Diego boasting beautiful views here of Coronado Island and San Diego Harbor.

The Beach Communities 
Mission Bay (http://www.aboutmissionbay.com/)

Mission Bay, near the conference centre, is home to the San Diego Sea World, and is a great place for jet-skiing, sailing, windsurfing and other aquatic sports. 
La Jolla (http://www.lajollabythesea.com/)
La Jolla means “the jewel”, and the name fits: here you will find some of the most beautiful coastline anywhere.  There is a great walkway along La Jolla Cove that should not be missed.  A block or so inland from the Cove is Prospect St., where there are numerous upscale shops and restaurants. 
La Jolla Shores Beach (http://www.sandiego.gov/lifeguards/beaches/shores.shtml)

This is a favourite beach in San Diego, very wide and flat, with great views of La Jolla.   Some recommended restaurants near the beach are

· Marine Room (http://sandiegorestaurants.com/details.cfm?res_id=109): Upscale restaurant right on the beach just south of La Jolla Shores.

· Piatti (http://www.piatti.com/lajolla.html): Great Italian cuisine, fresh and grilled in a wood-fired oven.  Nice outdoor patio.

Torrey Pines State Reserve (http://www.torreypine.org/)

If you like to hike, this is the place to go.  There are loads of hiking trails here that lead through native vegetation to cliffs with stunning views of the ocean, La Jolla Cove and the Torrey Pines Golf Course. 
Del Mar (http://www.delmar.ca.us/)
Immediately North of Torrey Pines Reserve is Del Mar, a small residential community a little off the beaten path.  Del Mar is known for its horse racing track .
