Justification

3GPP system to WLAN inter-working for WLAN IP Direct access and WLAN 3GPP IP access  have been completed in release 6. There is an increasing demand to support service continuity in case of change between non 3GPP and 3GPP access systems.

The current study within SA2, documented in the “system architecture evolution” TR, covers requirements aspects of that IP based 3GPP services will be provided through various access technologies. In the same TR, it also requests that a mechanism to support mobility between heterogeneous access networks, e.g. I-WLAN and 3GPP access systems.

Therefore it is considered to be necessary for SA3 to carry out a study about a security architecture suitable for implementation. This study should be done early enough to be able to give necessary input for the above work items.

Objective

In co-ordination with SA2 (under SAE), SA3 is to produce a study Technical Report about the security aspects for 3GPP system and non 3GPP Inter-access mobility.

The purpose of the study is to give a generic inter-access mobility security solution between 3GPP system and non 3GPP system. The intra-access mobility solution within I-WLANs (and other non 3GPP system) will be considered as well.
