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1. Introduction

In SA #30 meeting the issues of interest in SA1 area included (see S3-060003):
TS 22.259 “Service Requirements for Personal Network Management” was presented for information (SP-050743). Please recall that we have promised to send further feedback on it from our next meeting. There was also a comment that we should have another look at the past exchange of LSs with T2 (see e.g. S3-030027 and S3-030165 for a couple of most recent LSs with T2 on a related issue);
S3-030027 and S3-030165 is about if it’s necessary to have a feasibility study on the capability for a single (U)SIM to authenticate multiple devices to access multiple networks simultaneously. There is already this kind of work in 3GPP WLAN interworking.
In TR33.817 there is some consideration of device management when (U)SIM security is reused by peripherals. And there is a proposed WID about the secure channel between UICC and terminal in SA3 and has been approved in SA #30 meeting. SA3 has started work on this.
In PNM, there are procedures like registration/deregistration of PNE. However it doesn’t define which element will take the work and where this management element will locate. SA3 will involve this work to study the confidentiality and security of have the management work when the architecture of PNM is done.
