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Introduction

The GAA Service Type Code has been added to the Zh interface to allow fine grained home network control enforcement in the BSF and HSS. The GAA Service Type Code values are used in GAA to indicate interpretation, coding and usage of GAA service type specific data. We propose to add a reference from TS 33.259 to TS29.109 to indicate the existence of the Service Type Code for the service provided by TS 33.259.
