3GPP SA3 is asked to agree that maintenance of TS 102 556 should be undertaken in TISPAN WG7. 

Overview of TS 102 556

The ETSI specification TS 102 556 provides an analysis of a number of protocols and services in the form of a Protection Profile (PP) as defined in the ISO/IEC 15408 Evaluation criteria for IT security (more commonly known as Common Criteria). The format of TS 102 556 follows the guidance prepared by ETSI on how to apply Common Criteria to the development of security standards defined in EG 202 387 with the particular format for a PP following the method specified in ES 202 382.
Scope and context of TS 102 556

TS 102 556 defines 3 partial Protection Profiles (PPs) for security capabilities in the NGN. The background and input for the PPs are presented in clause 4 of the TS whilst the PPs themselves are detailed in annexes as follows:

· Annex A: PP for NGN-IMS authentication, source document TS 133 203 (3GPP 33.203).
· Annex B: PP for NGN-NDS source authentication, source document TS 133 210 (3GPP 33.210).
· Annex C: PP for NGN H.248 deployment, source document ES 283 002.

Rationale for retaining TS 102 556 in TISPAN
The ETSI drive in security development methods using the Common Criteria as a root has been underway in TISPAN WG7 for a number of years. The expertise in use of the methods and their extension to requirements engineering, risk analysis and the overall TVRA is such that further development of TS 102 556 should be maintained in WG7.
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
