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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thanks RAN2 for the LS reply in R2-073001, in particular for the detailed information on the state transition signalling.

RAN3 requested that SA3 informs them about the decisions taken with respect to the questions posed in the original LS (R2-072310). These questions were:

1. Does SA3 see any security concerns with the use of a smaller integrity for the Service Request case?  Note that there is no user verification in the Service Request for UMTS.
SA3 believes that a 16 bit integrity tag is sufficient to protect the Service Request message, but notes that in general, the integrity tag for all other messages shall be 32 bits long. 
2. Does SA3 have any preference between the use of PTMSI signature and a MAC if they both are the same size?
SA3 would for question number 2 like to refer to the answer provided in the previous LS reply, namely, that an integrity tag in combination with a sequence number for replay protection is the mechanism of choice for SA3.
