IMS UE Registration Procedures for GMI2008

Overall Description:

The MultiService Forum (MSF) focuses on developing a physical architecture, based on current technical standards, in order to reflect deployable network solutions; and validate these network solutions during test events.  To this end, the MSF is currently working towards the definition of scenarios and test cases for the Global MSF Interoperability (GMI) test event, hosted every other year in carrier labs around the world.  The 2008 Event is currently scheduled for October 20-31, 2008. 

During the last four years, the MSF has incorporated the IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS), of which 3GPP has played a leading role, into its physical architecture in order to reflect and validate physically deployed scenarios in an effort to promote Fixed Mobile Convergence.  The co-existence of the security mechanisms defined by 3GPP, ETSI TISPAN, and CableLabs is a necessity in order to provide a fully secure solution for Fixed Mobile Convergence and a common IMS for all deployments.  Furthermore, considering the Common IMS initiative, the MSF believes that security aspects are major factors to be identified for particular interest within GMI2008.  

To this end, the MSF has produced a draft version of an Implementation Agreement (IA) that clarifies the functionality and reduces optionality of the different security solutions that are available and defined within the current standards.  The MSF would kindly ask for 3GPP SA3's feedback on the proposed Implementation Agreement (see attached).  Although the content is still in a draft-skeleton stage, the MSF request feedback and guidance that the content is correct and that the draft IA is aligned with the work that 3GPP SA3 has been developing.

From the SA#37 Plenary, it was agreed that the MSF may notify 3GPP of it's ongoing activities with regards to GMI2008.  In this respect, the MSF ask 3GPP SA3 to review the attached IA and to provide feedback and guidance on the scope and direction of this activity. This feedback will help the MSF develop suitable test scenarios that would benefit the industry as a whole.  

3GPP SA3 are requested to give feedback/guidance on the attached Implementation Agreement.  Furthermore, interested companies are invited to contribute directly to the MSF Technical Committee meetings and test event planning.

Furthermore, when the MSF Implementation Agreement on Security Aspects for IMS is nearing completion, the MSF will inform 3GPP, and would appreciate 3GPP SA3 reviewing the completed document to ensure alignment with the current 3GPP IMS security standards.
