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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a baseline set of changes to TS 33.203 to clarify the use of the terms ISIM and ISIM application. 
Introduction 

SA2 have sent an LS to SA3 requesting that SA3 provide a common term for the IMS credentials that can be used by other groups to refer to this credentials without having to discuss how the those credentials are stored. 
Current Situation 
Currently in TS 33.203, SA3 have defined the term ISIM as follows: 

“ISIM – IM Subscriber Identity Module: For the purposes of this document the ISIM is a term that indicates the collection of IMS security data and functions on a UICC. The ISIM may be a distinct application on the UICC.”
Similarly looking at TS 21.905, there is a definition of ISIM that mandates the support of an ISIM on the UICC:

“IMS SIM (ISIM): An application residing on the UICC that provides access to IP Multimedia Services.”
SA3 also define 3 ways in which the ISIM can currently be realised as follows: 
“The following implementation options are permitted:

-  Use of a distinct ISIM application on a UICC which does not share security functions with the USIM;

-  Use of a distinct ISIM application on a UICC which does share security functions with the USIM;

-  Use of a USIM application on a UICC.”

This means that SA3 has a generic term of the IMS credentials, but the problem in using that as the common term in response to SA2 is that it is tied to the UICC which goes against SA2 request. 

Furthermore there are some places in TS 33.203 where the use of ISIM or ISIM application is not clear. This should be resolved as part of the process of agreeing on a common term for SA2. The attachment to this contribution proposes a clarification for these. 
Conclusion
This contribution has briefly considered the issue of finding a common term for IMS credentials and has tried to provide a starting point for the decision on the best way forward. SA3 are requested to take this contribution into consideration when making this decision. 
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
