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1. Introduction

During 3GPP-SA3#50 meeting discussions took place to determine a possible way to define common IMS for 3GPP/3GPP2.

2. ISIM terminology

SA3 sent Reply LS to SA2 on Common Terminology for IMS credentials, S3-080244, informing SA2 that "SA3 will investigate in their next meeting whether it is more appropriate to relax the requirement on the ISIM being on the UICC or define a new term."

“ISIM” is a generic term used in 3GPP specifications to refer to IMS security data and functions on a UICC. 

E.g. 

· 3GPP TS 33.203: 

“ISIM – IM Subscriber Identity Module: For the purposes of this document the ISIM is a term that indicates the collection of IMS security data and functions on a UICC. The ISIM may be a distinct application on the UICC.”

· 3GPP TS 21.905: 

“IMS SIM (ISIM): An application residing on the UICC that provides access to IP Multimedia Services.”

· 3GPP TS 22.101

Extract: 

“This clause defines the functional characteristics and requirements of the User Service Identity Module (USIM) and ISIM (IM Services Identity Module). The USIM/ISIM are applications residing on a UICC”. 

· 3GPP TS 31.103

Extract: 

“The present document defines the IM Services Identity Module (ISIM) application. This application resides on the UICC, an IC card specified in TS 31.101 [3].”

The term ISIM could not be used to refer to IMS credentials which are not hosted on a UICC since

· From the beginning of the Rel-5, the term ISIM refers to IMS security data and functions hosted on a UICC. 
· A new meaning of term ISIM would contradict all existing 3GPP specifications using the term ISIM
· A new meaning of ISIM would create confusion and misunderstanding of 3GPP specifications. 
· ISIM in TISPAN Rel-1 and Rel-2 corresponds only to ISIM on UICC. In 3GPP2, the term ISIM refers only to the case of ISIM on UICC, IMS functions and data could also be implemented on  R-UIM, or C-SIM or MS. 

· Moreover, during 3GPP-TSA plenary meeting, there was discussion on the term “USIM” in the context of 3GPP System Architecture Evolution: Security aspects of non-3GPP accesses. Extract of TSG-SA#39 plenary meeting report, TD SP‑080135:
“It was commented that the USIM is well-defined in 3GPP as being part of the UICC and if this is a "USIM" which is not included in a UICC, then it should not be called a USIM.”

Consequently, the same rule should apply to the term "ISIM".
Conclusion: the term ISIM should continue to refer to IMS security data and functions on a UICC. 

3. Common IMS for 3GPP/3GPP2

Following 3GPP/TIPSAN/CableLabs merger for common IMS, it was agreed that mechanisms/solutions specific to non-3GPP would be described either in annexes of 3GPP specifications (normative or informative annex) or in specifications belonging to the concerned standardization body. 

We propose that the same rule applies for 3GPP2. 

For example in the scope of proposal for CR to TS 33.203 on "Introduction of support for 3GPP2 IMS Access Security", presented as S3-080036 for SA3#50 meeting, it could be clarified in Annex the way that the solutions are performed in 3GPP2. The annex could indicate that IMS credentials data, in the scope of 3GPP2, are stored either on the MS, or a R-UIM, or C-UIM, or ISIM on UICC. 

4. Proposals

We kindly ask SA3 to agree the following proposals:

· To not relax the meaning of the term ISIM. The term “ISIM” should continue to refer to IMS security data and functions on a UICC

· To describe specific non-3GPP solutions in Annexes of 3GPP specifications or in 3GPP2 specifications. 

· To review and agree companion CR to TS 33.203 proposing a way to describe 3GPP2 specific solution in annex of TS 33.203
