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Dear SA3,

I am pleased to report that no major drawbacks were encountered with our submissions at the SA#40 plenary meeting in Prague, Czech Republic, 2-5 June 2008. Unfortunately, I had to leave from the meeting already on 4th June, and handling of further possible revisions etc was left to Dionisio. However, the main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All of our proposed CR’s were approved. Some of them were modified because of formal shortcomings:
 - The CR “Completion of sentence concerning control key length increase in OTA de-personalisation message” against 22.022 (S3-080523) had some formal shortcomings on the cover page and it was updated in SP-080419;
 - The CR “Changes to support common IMS between 3GPP and 3GPP2” against 33.141 (S3-080517) was referring to an unidentified clause in a 3GPP2 specification. As the rules require that we should have no references to individual clauses of other specifications, all references to clauses were replaced by textual explanations about what mechanisms in 3GPP2 specification are meant (see SP-080428 for the revised CR).
2. An LS was sent to CT1 and SA2 about our CR “Introduction of support for 3GPP2 IMS Access Security” to 33.203 (S3-080515). The groups were explicitly asked to introduce the new concept of IMS credentials in their specifications, see SP-080423 for the LS (which also cc’d to us).
3. There were some comments raised about the three TS’s that were for approval. Some speakers even suggested that some of our TS’s contain so many editor’s notes that it might be beneficial not to approve but instead give more time for SA3. Anyway, the TS’s 33.401, 33.402 and 33.223 were approved and are now under change control. Please remember to create proper CR’s from now on with these TS’s.
4. I asked explicitly permissions to continue solving open issues for the three TS’s still for Rel-8. This kind of exception is needed for CR’s other than category “F”. It was felt that my request was phrased too vaguely but exceptions were granted in the end. Similar exceptions were granted for completing work with 3GPP2 input to Common IMS and for completing the LI work for Rel-8. For the study items, no exception requests were needed at this point.
5. There were also exceptionally many questions about progress of SA3 in several fronts. Probably this was due to the time pressure of trying to complete release 8. One area where worries where raised was about the time schedules with home (e)NB security. SA1 has already approved some requirements for rel-8 and RAN WG’s have also done work aiming at normative specifications in Rel-8. However, no clear guidance was given whether we really have to hurry up towards normative work. Anyway, it would be a good idea to try to complete our study without further delays. Another area that was mentioned for potential further security work was ANDSF (Access Network Discovery and Selection Function). 
6. A proposed WID about “Optimisations for single-radio handover between 3GPP accesses and mobile WiMAX access” was presented in SP-080332. After an indicative “show of hands”, it was concluded that it is too early to start the work at this point of time.
7. In some other WG’s, a problem has been identified that in some cases small minority (e.g. one company) has been able to block the progress of some work for quite some time. This has been possible because resolving the disagreement with a formal vote is always laborious. For this purpose, the possibility for the WG chair to declare working agreements even in the presence of objections was formalized. This was one part of the outcome of an SA exercise about possible process improvements (see SP-080396 and SP-080397). 
8. An issue was raised about several different solutions being developed for VoIP call continuity by different WG’s (in RAN, SA and GERAN). SA guidance was provided in an LS (SP-080436) which was not cc’d to SA3. Because we have to guarantee the security of the solutions in the end, the LS is worth noting anyway.  

9. A workshop about new ETSI activity around IP interconnection of services was going to be held 9th June (see SP-080230). The new activity relates to Common IMS work for wireline. It seemed that IPX had been chosen as the basic model for the work. Security was mentioned as one relevant area (referring to 33.210 and 33.310). The SA chairman mentioned that it would be good to have a commercial body in the wireline area with whom 3GPP could discuss the borderline between standardized and commercial aspects (similar to GSMA in the wireless area). Reply LS was provided in SP-080404 (not cc’d to SA3 but worth noting anyway).
10. GSMA Smart Card Group has sent an LS to SA3 (and others) about “SIM usage in M2M applications” (SP-080407). SA#40 replied in SP-080450 which was also cc’d to us.
11. Issues of interest in SA1 area:

  - SA1 had a new SID approved on “Unauthenticated PS Emergency Calls” (SP-080320). A related LS was noted in SP-080291;

- SA1 got a new WID approved on “New WID on Enhanced Home NodeB / eNodeB (EHNB)” (SP-080449) pointing to some work that needs to be done in SA3;
- SA1 proposed but did NOT yet get approval for new WID on “Network Improvements for Machine-type Communications (NIMTC)” (SP-080321). “Security aspects” contained a sentence that left room for misunderstandings: “None/Based on GSMA input for (x)SIM aspects”. The WID was sent back to SA1 for revisions. 
12. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

 - SA2 provided TR 23.810: “Study on Architecture Impacts of Service Brokering” for information with some security aspects covered (SP-080354); 
 - TS 23.216: Single Radio Voice Call Continuity (SRVCC)” was approved, containing detailed referencing to security (SP-080356);

 - TS 23.327: “Mobility between 3GPP-Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN) Interworking and 3GPP Systems” was brought for information and approval at the same time (SP-080358). SA#40 complained about this but approved the TS anyway. It contains lots of references to security.
 - An updated WID: MBMS support in EPS (SP-080442) was approved. We got an AP to review this WID and add security aspects for NDS to the WID. 
13. Issues of interest in SA4 area:

 - Sa4 has sent us an LS about “IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service” asking for initial security review; 
14. Issues of interest in CT area (slide 6 in SP-080153):
 - CT1 is planning a workshop about IMS corporate networks. An invitation LS had been sent to many groups, including SA3 and TISPAN WG7 (SP-080232). The workshop is intended for summer timeframe and an exception for Rel-8 was granted on the condition that significant progress is achieved in the workshop;
 - CT chairman’s observations about progress of SAE work in CT WGs can be found in SP-080339.

15. WG’s were asked to include the unique id of the work item whenever they make an update to a WID (to avoid problems especially in cases where the title is changed).
16. The target completeness date for the SAE/LTE (including all of stage 3) is (still) December 2008. The target completeness date of Release 8 is (still) identical to the SAE/LTE date. Stages 1 and 2 are already frozen with explicitly mentioned exceptions. An LS was sent to 3GPP2 about freezing stage 2 of EPS, containing our open issues as an annex (SP-080441). SA also set the initial freezing date for Release 9 as December 2009.
