Introduction
The issue regarding the need to echo back the NAS UL COUNT to the UE at IDLE to CONNECTED transition discussed between SA3, CT1 and RAN2 has been resolved.

After a number of LS roundtrips with CT1, SA3 agreed that the issue should be resolved by RAN2 and CT1. SA3 sent an LS to CT1 and RAN2 in S3-080525. The LS asked RAN2 and CT1 to decide the issue and reply to SA3 when a decision was taken.
CT1 described some error cases and decided to leave it to RAN2 to decide whether the NAS UL COUNT needed to be echoed back or not. This was communicated to RAN2 in the LS C1-081870.

In RAN2#62bis meeting the issue was handled, and R2-083187 proposed to not echo back the NAS UL COUNT to the UE as it is not needed. R2-083187 also proposed to remove the corresponding editor's note from the RRC specification (TS 36.331). The contribution R2-083187 was agreed according to the official report in R2-083830.
Unfortunately, RAN2 did not send any LS to SA3 informing about the decision, so two editor's notes still remain in TS 33.401.

Conclusion and Proposal
It is proposed that TS 33.401 is updated according to RAN2/CT1's decision and the editor's notes regarding outstanding NAS messages are removed. These modifications are implemented in S3-081356, which is proposed to be agreed.
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
