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Abstract of the contribution:

As mentioned at the earliest stages of the technical study, we believe that the scope of the TR 33.812 will remain a highly contentious issue. The essentials reasons are:

· There is no M2M requirement implying that the USIM application should not be hosted on a UICC. 

· SA1 TR 22.868 on M2M does not challenge the use of a UICC for M2M
· The scenario of “USIM application embedded within a M2M equipment without a UICC” contradicts 3GPP assumptions mandating the use of a UICC for any equipment connected to 3GPP access networks. 

· The study of “USIM application not hosted in a UICC” contradicts TSA SA directives. It was decided during TSG SA#39 plenary that USIM/ISIM application always resides on the UICC. 

· SA3 work on UICC-less based solutions conflicts with ETSI works since ETSI SCP is currently defining a specific UICC M2M Form Factor that, together with the existing UICC, will address all the specific needs of M2M. Moreover, it conflicts with message coming out from the Operators’ community (GSM Association, Smart Card Group). 
From above, it appears that, first, the concept of a non UICC based USIM is not rationally linked to the question of the subscription management in M2M, and, second, it challenges seriously some strong principles of the 3GPP and other current standardization works on M2M.

To remove a fundamental inconsistency and help to progress the work on this technical study, we kindly ask SA3 to realign the scope of TR 33.812 in order to address UICC-based scenarios only.
