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1. Introduction

In this pCR we present some comments and revised texts regarding the S3-090027. 

In S3090027, NEC proposed to revise some text in section 7.1 General Approach. 

One such text from S3-090027 reads:  
Marking could be as simple as means to notify that a given communication is unsolicited to the extent where the type of mechanism used for identifying a communication as unsolicited is given.

InterDigital believes that the above statement is unclear in its meaning and proposes a new text. 

Marking could be as simple as a means to notify that a given communication is unsolicited. The details of how to communicate this information will be dependent on the eventual selection of supporting protocols.
Another text from S3-090027 was: 
These three steps, identification, marking and reacting can be done:

· automatically in the network or UE or distributed in the network and UE

· with intervention from the user at each or certain steps

· manual setting in the network or UE by the operator or user

InterDigital believes that some of the points from the above proposed text 1) prescribes too narrow a specification of some of the general assumptions or principles of PUCI or 2) is not complete in coverage, and thus proposes the following modified text:
These three steps, identification, marking and reacting can be done:

· automatically in the network or UE or distributed in the network and UE

· with or without intervention from the user at each or certain steps

· manual setting in the network and/or UE by the operator and/or user
· at the beginning, during or end of the communication
Since the proposed text from S3-090027 was new and that document did not use “track-change” mark for it proposed text, we’ve turned on “track-change” mark only for our proposed revision to that text in the next section. 
2. Discussion 

The initial step in unsolicited communication prevention is to identify that the given communication is unsolicited. Without identification no further action can be taken. Once a given communication is identified as unsolicited it should be marked appropriately.

Marking could be as simple as a means to notify that a given communication is unsolicited. The details of how to communicate this information will be dependent on the eventual selection of supporting protocols.
Having identified and marked a communication as unsolicited the next step is to react on it. Depending on condition one could skip the marking step and directly go to react after identifying that a given message is unsolicited.

These three steps, identification, marking and reacting can be done:

· automatically in the network or UE or distributed in the network and UE

· with or without intervention from the user at each or certain steps

· manual setting in the network and/or UE by the operator and/or user
· at the beginning, during, or end of the communication
