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Dear SA3,

I am pleased to report that only minor revisions were needed for our submissions at the SA#42 plenary meeting in Athens, Greece, 8-11 December 2008. Outside of the meeting, riots on the streets were at some point happening not more than half a kilometre from the meeting place. This had some impact on the meeting scheduling. 

The main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All of our proposed CR’s were approved. Only one of them needed modification:
 - The proposed CR on 33.203 about “Correcting the IMC text” (S3-081558) contained a sentence “The IMC shall reside on the ME.” SA felt, however, that it would be more appropriate to replace this sentence with a sentence “The IMC shall not be part of ISIM, USIM nor SIM.” See SP-080888 for the end result.
2. Our WID “Security Aspects of Home NodeB / eNodeB” was approved. Some formal improvements were needed with the WID sheet, resulting in SP-080879. Our update of SA2 WID “MBMS support in EPS” was also approved. SA2 chairman explained that their group is struggling with the intended schedule of this WID. I explained that our intention is to keep us synchronized with the true progress of SA2 work rather than the planned schedule.
3. None of our three TR’s (that were submitted either for information or for approval) raised any discussion. Following on from what we agreed in SA3#53 meeting in Kyoto, SA moved TR 33.922 to the 33.8xx series. Luckily, the number 33.822 was still free, thus the TR “Security aspects for inter-access mobility between non 3GPP and 3GPP access network” was approved with the number 33.822. 
4. We got an explicit permission to still submit Rel-8 CR’s other than category “F” for lawful interception until March 2009 (see approved exception sheet in SP-080735). 
5. We managed to achieve a slight optimization on the bureaucracy side: our GBA push generic layer work on TS 33.224 that slipped out from Rel-8 was already included in Rel-9 work plan without a need for an explicit new WID. The new “unique ID” code is 420039 while the name is “GBA push enhancement”.
6. SA replied to an LS from OMA DM on “intention to create a new version of the DM enabler” in SP-080868 with SA3 in the cc-field.

7. Issues of interest in CT area:

 - CT had still accepted 47 stage 3 exceptions for Rel-8, including several in security area;

 - It was highlighted that CT WG meetings in February are critical in getting these exceptions solved. It was requested that some faster method than exchanging LS’s would be needed for consultancy with other WG’s, such as SA3. We should discuss in SA3#54 how we could best help CT WG’s in their remaining rel-8 work; 

 - Based on the above and historical data, CT chairman had analyzed their expected work load for 2009 (see SP-080856). The most striking observation was that more than 50% of their work is still expected to be needed for rel-8 (and earlier) CR’s during the whole year of 2009;

 - CT had approved a CR on IMC in CP-080942. I got the feeling that they should still continue work on IMC but I did not spot any explicit exception on this. I propose SA3 delegates should try to clarify the situation on this via direct discussions with CT1 colleagues (before our meeting in January). 
8. Issues of interest in SA1 area:

  - SA1 had revised their service requirements on PUCI, the end result was approved in SP-080782;
9. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

  - A WID on “Support for IMS Emergency Calls over GPRS and EPS” was updated (SP-080844) by including our TS’s 33.401 and 33.402 under “affected existing specifications” with comment “Add required emergency call specific support” for both.  
10. Issues of interest in SA4 area:

 - SA4 got an exception for TS 26.237 “IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service” until March 2009 (see SP-080676). The main missing part is actually our work on this area; 
11. Issues of interest in RAN area:
 - RAN had accepted 6 stage 3 exceptions for Rel-8; 

 - The only explicit open issue in security area that was highlighted by RAN was about how to handle UE’s with SIM inserted. Fortunately, I was able to report that we had sent a reply to RAN2 on this from our November meeting (S3-081589).
12. The release 8 is now frozen (including all of stage 3) with listed explicit exceptions. SA also froze stage 1 of release 9 (with one explicit exception).  Tentative freezing dates for other stages in Release 9 were also kept: stage 2 by June 2009 and stage 3 December 2009. Prioritization for Rel-9 content was seen very important from both SA2 and CT bottleneck point of view. An LS was created to SA2 on this issue in SP-080892. Two items were identified as “fundamental” in this LS: “GPRS and EPS aspects of IMS Emergency” and “Fundamental elements of Home NodeB / eNodeB”.
