1. Overall Description:

In RAN2#64bis, RAN2 had discussion on whether UE should support ETWS in the limited service state (i.e. when camping on an acceptable cell), or not. During the discussion, it was thought that it is not clear how the ETWS security should be handled in the limited service state. The UE in acceptable cell does not register the network. Consequently, UE won’t have any context for the network. It is not clear for RAN2 if the security enforced by the digital signature is available in this situation. RAN2 further considers that this issue may not be only for the case that the UE camps on an acceptable cell, but also for the case that the UE camps on a suitable cell in VPLMN, since security context stored in UE may only be valid e.g. within HPLMN. In order to clarify this issue, RAN2 has the following questions.
Question A:  Is there any requirement to support ETWS in VPLMN and in the limited service state?
Question B:  How is the security context to decode digital signature in ETWS primary notification provided to the UE? Is it done by higher layer signalling (e.g. NAS)? Or is it stored in e.g. USIM, when user buys USIM.
Question C:  What is the scope of the security context? E.g. is it only valid within one PLMN or part of PLMN (e.g. tracking area)? Or could it be valid among several PLMNs?
It is RAN2 understanding that the digital signature in primary notification is optional. This leads to the following question. 

Question D:  If the digital signature is not provided, is there any issue to support ETWS in VPLMN and in the limited service state?
